	Policy Overview
	Christy Wolfe, Communications Director, Office of State Senator Gilbert Cedillo: Budget basics to underscore sources, how the economic crisis is specifically affecting legislation in CA,  revenue issues to be sensitive to, complex reform plans that may have larger costs that will not play at the state level right now.

	1. Due diligence to identify and manage costs

2. Resolve opposition points early with compromise or phased implementation

3. Bring gubernatorial campaigns along with you in 2010 so they are prepared or leading the action in 2011 

4. Engage tactical legislative stakeholders
5. Leverage collaboration between agencies, CBOs and advocacy groups 



	Finalizing Operationalization
Decision Making Authority:  Steering Committee 


	The 8 AM breakout group reported back regarding what was finalized as carry over from yesterday’s structure focused meeting. 
Members should be 8-12 (even number for 60% majority consensus)

Members should represent diverse geographic areas  (northern, southern, central, coastal, tribal, urban, rural), public and private sectors, and a diversity of interests.

· Elections:  Initial steering committee will be elected based on first Coalition meeting in Los Angeles. Eight diverse volunteers members will be appointed for one year terms or until the next general meeting, whichever is later. The remaining four members will be identified/nominated by a membership  workgroup and appointed by the Coalition within six months. The steering committee will be led by a Chair, a Vice Chair, and a Coalition Coordinator.   

What is the Steering Committee’s Authority:  

· Day-to-day implementation of the Coalition agenda 

· Developing and implementing a communications system for ensuring input from Coalition and regular communication between and among Steering Committee and Coalition members

· Bring substantive issues to the Coalition and elicit issues from the Coalition members

· Determine whether emerging issues are material and should be shared with the full Coalition for voting. 

· Operationalize work groups 

· Addressing membership issues and concerns, identifying nominees for remaining Steering committee membership 

How do they make decisions:  Hybrid – attempt at consensus, 60% vote 

There will be one initial work group – a membership workgroup, which will be comprised of steering committee and Coalition members. This committee will be responsible for developing and reviewing membership applications; 

Steering committee members should be prepared to commit an estimated 8-12 hours/month at the beginning.

Draft letter from Coalition requesting that the NSP program incorporate healthy homes, including: 

· Offer training in healthy homes through NSP Technical Assistance Contracts

· Incorporate healthy homes education into homebuyer counseling for purchasers of NSP properties

· Ensure that each home receives a comprehensive home inspection

· Disclose information about known health and safety hazards to purchasers

· Incorporate Healthy Homes Criteria during Rehab (prior to sale)
