	EHCC TtT is a half-day training, lasting 4-hours. Course can be broken up into a series of shorter trainings, such as two 2-hour trainings, or 4 1-hour trainings.
	Between 15 and 20 times over the past 3 years. The following states have participated in the EHCC TtT program: CA, CO, MA, ME, NY,NC, OR,MS, WA, FL, VT, ID, TX, and KS. The EHCC TtT session has also been delivered at national conferences. Between 25 and 100 child care professionals (trainers, child care licensing staff, health department staff, child care health consultants and CCR&R staff) have participated per state. In 2012, TtT sessions are set up in OR, OK, AK, KY, HI and PA.
	The TtT format includes a 50+ slide PP accompanied by a lecture. The session also includes time for interactive questions/answers and discussion. A multitude of real life examples are shown (good and bad plastics, how to make an air freshener with natural ingredients, how to test for lead in toys, how to set up a radon testing kit, etc..) to offer participants a better understanding of the content covered. The TtT session includes: a training manual, 16 fact sheets, a state specific fact sheet (pertaining to state child care licensing regulations, and state specific guidelines) pre/post test, training quiz, Environmental Health Assessment, and evaluation. 

	2. Healthy Homes/Healthy Kids - Developed by the Healthy Environments for Children Initiative, Department of Extension, University of Connecticut, in partnership with LAMPP and EASTCONN (a regional educational service center)
 
	Train-the-trainer (T3) program for Head Start and Early Head Start staff. The T3 component consists of a PowerPoint presentation and a trainer manual that introduce the topics and summarizes adult learning and training principles. There are 8 modules for staff to deliver to their clients. Introduction to healthy homes (the 7 principles: clean, dry, safe, well ventilated, free of pests, free of dangerous chemicals, well maintained). The modules are designed as stand-alone pieces, so that staff can select the ones that are most relevant to their clients. They may deliver some or all, depending upon staff assessment of family needs.
	The T3 component is being expanded from a two-hour presentation to (probably) a four-hour presentation. Each module is designed to be delivered during a home visit, lasting 45-60 minutes. Some modules may require 2 sessions. Modules may be readily adapted to delivery in small groups.
	One pilot. EASTCONN staff are delivering the curriculum to clients now, and they have a follow-up session scheduled in the spring. Another T3 program is scheduled for Bridgeport in the early spring (date to be determined).
	The modules are designed as stand-alone pieces, so that staff can select the ones that are most relevant to their clients. They may deliver some or all, depending upon staff assessment of family needs.Curriculum provides detailed lesson plans for interactive sessions. Sessions are usually one-on-one, with home visitor and client, but lesson plans are readily adaptable to small group presentations (such as groups of childcare providers).  Lessons include questions, self-assessments, checklists, action plans, activities for adults, and activities for young children to do with adults.
